Step 4: When using a tire for it is not possible to imte the Ground anchor as you would with a power
winch. Before winching the Gradusnchor when using a tire for, fit a rope slinghe ring
provided on the fluke nut and tther end of the handle. When winching is coneplet
either slide the Ground Anchor out vesnd by pulling on the rope or simply fit the locssd of
the sling over your tow bar and drisedard. After the ground anchor is used, clearsthieor
sand on the anchor thoroughly, othestisvould invite rust or the anchor's performanaiébe
