Begin by pulling the top tape liner fi rst.Align part on the vehicle and make sure tape tabs 
are folded out so they are accessible.
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Pull liner of lower 1/4” tape strip. Press down on 
entire length of part applying 30 PSI to the taped 
areas.

Pull liner located at the rear toward the door.  Press 
down on entire length of part applying 30 PSI to the 
taped areas.
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Apply 30 PSI for 30 seconds on each section of the 
part to ensure proper adhesion. NOTE: The tape 
reaches maximum adhesive bond after 24 hours of 
contact.
